Request for Letters of Interest and Statements of Qualifications for the Claude Moore Medical Education Building, RFP #07-103

The University of Virginia, Charlottesville, Virginia, invites interested firms to submit Letters of Interest and Statements of Qualifications along with background information on Form DGS-30-168 (obtain version adapted for this project) from http://dgs.state.va.us/FormsCenter/BCOMForms/tabid/823/Default.aspx?udt_1673_param_detail=213 for the above listed project. 

The University seeks to retain a Construction firm for the construction of the Claude Moore Medical Education Building and related utilities and site improvements. The University will procure the Construction services using competitive negotiation. 

The Project consists of a 57,500 gsf, five floor brick and glass building at the corner of 15th Street and Lane Road, attached to the Medical Research (MR)5 Building.  The five floors consist of a basement, ground level and three floors above grade.  The basement level will contain the clinical skills teaching space, with 16 mock exam rooms.  The ground level with an entrance off Lane Road will house the Simulation Center with mock ER, OR, LBR, ICU and other procedure rooms.  The first floor with the main entrance off 15th street will consist of a round, 5000 square foot, 162 person, flat floor learning studio as well as administrative spaces. The second floor consists of administrative spaces and a student lounge.  The third floor contains a round, 5000 square foot, 162 person tiered seating lecture hall as well as administrative spaces.  A mechanical penthouse is on top of the third floor.

Construction Materials: 
The building will employ a palette of brick veneer over concrete masonry units with punched aluminum windows, curtain walls, and channel glass.  The predominant exterior feature of the building will be the front half of the round learning studio & lecture hall skinned in curtain wall and channel glass.  The roof will be primarily a low-slope EDPM roofing system.  The building’s structural system is a steel frame over a straight shaft drilled caisson foundation.  The mechanical system is comprised of a penthouse air handling unit with terminal VAV units.  The system will be tied to the campus’ central plant to provide heating and cooling.  

Submittal Information: 
The University is interested in demonstrated experience in the management of similar projects within a university and medical center setting. Examples of previous work associated with this type of space are important as well as personnel who have had direct participation with these types of projects and experience working together on project teams.  Examples of cost control and scheduling are also important. 

Submittals will be evaluated and a short-list of firms selected. The selection of short-listed firms will be based on demonstrated qualifications in projects of this type, ability to meet the proposed schedules, the quality and experience of the proposed team, the firm’s plan for involvement of SWaM firms, experience with the University of Virginia Capital Outlay system, and other criteria as the selection committee may determine appropriate. Only firms licensed to do business in Virginia will be considered. The short-listed firms will be issued a detailed scope of work/request for proposal and invited to present a more detailed proposal and oral presentation of their qualifications and experience. 

One (1) original and seven (7) copies of the Letters of Interest/Statements of Qualifications must be submitted by close of business (5:00 PM )on May 17, 2007 to the attention of:

A non-mandatory pre-proposal meeting, for the short-listed firms only, will be held at the University of Virginia Facilities Management East Precinct Trailer, 300 15th Street S.W., Charlottesville, and will be followed by a tour of the site. Selected firms will be required to register in eVA (the Governor’s electronic procurement web site, www.eva.state.va.us) prior to the deadline for submission of responses to the RFP to be eligible for the  award of the contract. Company’s own status and/or proposed use of Small, Women-owned and Minority (SWaM) firms will be considered in the evaluation of proposals. SWaM firms must be registered with the Virginia Department of Minority Business Enterprise (DMBE) in Richmond for verification and consideration. Quarterly reporting of expenditures to SWaM firms will be required for the selected contractor.
