The University Medical Center seeks to obtain a slate of general contracting firms to bid or propose on yet-to-be-determined construction, renovation or improvement projects. These pre-selected firms are then qualified to be a part of the Medical Center On-Demand system of construction procurement. The projects will be comprised of, but not limited to IFBs, RFPs and Emergency Projects where the low bids or the proposal deemed best suited for the project under consideration in most cases will determine the selection of the contractor. 
From the responses received from this Request, the firms deemed best suited for our Medical Center On-Demand requirements will be issued the RFP to complete and return to the issuing office.  The Proposals will be evaluated on the firm’s ability to perform in a highly specialized and sensitive Medical Center environment affecting complex systems and patient care for the University. The ability to be innovative and cooperative in work relationships, as well as the firm’s experience, capabilities and ability to respond to the University’s needs are paramount. Projects will be of a wide variety of types and sizes and will be located in Medical and Research buildings of the Medical Center. The short-listed firms may be invited to present a more detailed proposal and oral presentation of their qualifications and experience.  Procurements under this initial contract may number approximately 10 to 30 or more annually and generally range from $150k to $5 million in size.  The initial umbrella contract will be for a term of two years with options to renew the contract for up to three additional one-year terms.

Requests for Proposals (RFPs) will be issued on or about June 6, 2013 to short-listed firms only.  RFP responses must be received no later than close of business (nominally 5:00 PM) on July 9, 2013. A non-mandatory pre-proposal meeting, for the short-listed firms only, will be held at the University of Virginia on a date and at a location to be announced.

Selected firms will be required to be registered in eVA (the Governor’s electronic procurement web site, www.eva.state.va.us ) prior to the deadline for submission of responses to the RFP to be eligible for the award of a contract.  Proposers’ past and proposed use of Small, Woman-owned and Minority (SWaM) firms and the firm’s SWaM status will be considered in the evaluation of proposals.  SWaM firms must be registered with the Department of Minority Business Enterprise in Richmond for consideration.  Quarterly reporting of expenditures to SWaM subcontracting and supplier firms will be required for all contracts over $100,000 issued for Medical Center On-Demand projects.
